AN ENTREPRENEURIAL, LOCALLY DRIVEN, INDUSTRIAL 
STRATEGY? 

NILGA’s response to the Industrial Strategy consultation was 
well informed through a highly participative all council session 
in Ards and North Down Borough Council’s SIGNAL Business 
Centre, Bangor, in recent weeks. Following consultation with 
member councils and economic partners in March and April 

including Tourism NI, NILGA’s message is clear – councils should be afforded place shaping 
powers through regeneration, should be resourced and recognised as economic drivers of the 
Programme for Government and can be 11 enterprise and investment hubs co-ordinating new 
models of social enterprise and private sector delivered growth, factoring family businesses, Brexit 
and tourism fully into the final piece. See NILGA Consultations for our response.  
 
NEXT STEPS FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT IN NORTHERN IRELAND POST- BREXIT?  
NILGA’s CEO, Derek McCallan, addressed the Policy Forum’s event in Belfast on 25

th
 April 2017.  

Calling for the same powers as councils in all neighbouring economies, NILGA reaffirmed that a

 Plan a greater transfer of power and resources to councils 
 Approve a new Regeneration Bill  
 Fully embed Community Planning into departmental budgeting in NI 
 Formally recognise NILGA’s Programme for Local Government  
 Develop more place centred, locally co-ordinated, ways to deliver economic development, with 

councils as “municipal hubs”

WASTE MANAGEMENT - A DRIVER FOR JOBS AND LOCAL, 
SUSTAINABLE INVESTMENT  
NILGA continued the local government focus on the opportunities 
presented by the “circular economy” at its meeting in Titanic Belfast on 
28

th
 April, with members hearing from Alan McVicker from the 

Strategic Investment Board, John Mills from DAERA and Dr Tim 
Walker from Belfast City Council. NILGA has successfully pressed for 
the circular  economy to be a key plank of the new draft NI Economy 

2030 Industrial Strategy, positioning councils as a fundamental driver for local jobs and economic 
growth using for example, municipal waste as a resource not a burden.  
 

Elected members were left in no doubt that managing waste continues to be a major challenge for 
councils, with key operational and infrastructure decisions required in the near future regardless of 
any potential change in policy direction resulting from Brexit. Issues such as illegal landfilling, 
managing food waste, a radical & necessary culture change and addressing the current recycling 
‘gap’ were explored. Members were given an update on progress on the new, agreed, central-local 
work plan and collaborative multi-sector Circular Economy steering group. Presentations are

DIGITALISATION – MAKING IT REAL  
Members and officers met in Craigavon Civic Centre on 25

th
 April to 

consider the challenges and opportunities presented by digital 
technology and innovation. 20 high profile speakers from local and 
central government, the private sector, academia and NGOs 
explored the current context and provided views on how councils in 
Northern Ireland should progress, engage better with citizens and 
communities, make best use of information, embrace technology-led 
service delivery, and act as a driver for the digital and innovation 
economy. A number of smaller focussed discussions also took place 
on service design, open data, innovation, and the circular 
economy.  A report of key findings and recommendations from the 
conference will be made available shortly on the NILGA website.

COMMUNITY PLANNING SEMINAR – INCLUSIVENESS  
NILGA’s Community Planning and Wellbeing Network came 
together on 15

th
 March at the Glenavon Hotel in Cookstown for 

a varied and dynamic event. The events purpose was to inform 
and raise awareness amongst Elected Members on the 
outworking of community planning at this juncture and to 
consider issues and learning points that have emerged to date. 
 

Over the last two years local government community planning 
teams have been putting their hearts and souls, within the 
parameters of quite a weak legislative framework, into 
meaningful engagement; to implement crucial robust 

partnership arrangements to agree priorities, structures and approaches that will optimise public 
service delivery at a local level. 
 

The Event took place at a time when most councils’ have consulted on their draft community 
plans. Speakers included Nichola Creagh from the Department for Communities, who provided the 
strategic overview.  Contributions were further made from Andrea Thornbury from NICVA, who 
discussed the importance and role of a shared and open approach to data.  Alison Keenan from 
Antrim and Newtownabbey Council took the audience through their experience to date.  Jonna 
Monaghan from Belfast Healthy Cities provided an introduction to wellbeing & links with 
community planning.  Joanne McDowell from the Big Lottery Fund, advised regarding funding 
streams relevant to community planning. The learning & collegiate approach will be applied as it 
moves forward, with NILGA pushing ahead for better, stronger, Community Planning legislation.  
 
CHARTER / ELECTED MEMBER DEVELOPMENT                                                                 
In 2017 all councils have either met or aspiring to meet, the Charter Standard.  Three councils are 
progressing Charter Plus, with two more pending.  To knowledge and understanding associated 
with this higher standard, NILGA co-ordinated a field trip with council Officers to observe a Charter 
Plus assessment at Barking and Dagenham Council.  The trip was very worthwhile trip and officers 
involved got a great deal from it. 
 

Critical now are the practical next steps below Charter and Training Needs Analysis, to embed a 
Regional Programme of Learning open to all 462 councillors. NILGA is resourced, proficient and 
constituted to deliver a regionally co-ordinated Programme. The Association has developed a 
Regional Programme of Learning for Elected members, subject to finalisation and the provision of 
budget.

iEER: ENTREPRENEURS ACROSS EUROPE BUILDING A BETTER 
ECONOMY, 27 - 31 March 2017  
On 27

th
 March, 50 representatives from 10 countries across Europe gathered in 

Belfast to deliver the iEER learning camp on entrepreneurship. 
 

”Entrepreneurship is not comfortable” proclaimed Dr Conor Patterson from the 
Newry & Mourne Co-Operative and Enterprise Agency. Though not comfortable 
or “safe”, entrepreneurship is a powerful agent of change, as exemplified by the 
experience in Newry, where local collaborators have united to launch business 
support initiatives such as the Newry Credit Union.  Ulster University Business 
School recently launched its first student entrepreneurship society, and 
initiatives such as Young Enterprise NI do crucial work in educating young 
people about the possibilities of entrepreneurship. Titanic Belfast shows how a 

region can draw on its rich cultural heritage to create infrastructure projects which serve as tourist 
attractions while supporting business growth activities at the same time.  There is a long tradition 
of family entrepreneurship in NI. The sense of enterprise & community plus the notion of giving 
back to the local economy is clearly visible in the country, demonstrating just some of the traits of 
& opportunities available to entrepreneurs in our peripheral, outlying areas.  However, connectivity 
and especially the lack of fast-speed broadband access are key challenges for business creation 
and sustainability in remote locations. Another challenge is finding specialized talent and building 
successful teams.   
 

During the second part of the learning camp, Irish iEER partner at Tralee’s Institute of Technology 
demonstrated to participants how organizations in rural areas can tackle these challenges.

NILGA’s creative and dynamic work will lead to new ways to deliver 
much needed local infrastructure, like rural broadband, transport hubs, 
world class business facilities and high quality community facilities. Ably 
assisted by the Association of Local Government Finance Officers 
(ALGFO), council teams engaged with Local Partnerships (a joint investment body designed to 
unlock great capital schemes, whatever the problem) on 24

th
 April, as a follow up to NILGA’s 

Investment Summit in Ballymena (Feb. 17). Sean Hanson, CEO of Local Partnerships, and his 
Welsh team offered clear advice on new models of financing which have enabled capital 
investment in Wales, through joint ventures between the Welsh Assembly, councils and where 
appropriate Private Sector / Social Economy partners, in areas such as renewable energy, leisure 
development, waste / circular economy and housing. With attendance also from the Department 
for Communities, the Strategic Investment Board, Invest NI, local enterprise centres and Inter 
Trade Ireland. NILGA will follow up with ALGFO, SOLACE and our growing team of investment 
partners to create innovative yet accountable ways to solve major barriers to developing stronger 
economies right across NI.
